5.   The _____ is the middle layer of the eye.  It contains blood vessels and a large amount of brown pigment that reduces reflection of light when it falls on the retina.  Think of the middle layer of the eye that contains many blood vessels.

6.   The _____ is the colored portion of the eye.  It is behind the cornea and surrounds the pupil.  The iris contains muscles that open (dilate) the pupil.  Think of the colored, round portion of the eye that is perforated by the pupil.  It regulates the amount of light entering the eye.

7.   The _____ is a transparent, biconvex (two sides that are rounded) structure behind the pupil.  It bends light rays to bring them into focus on the retina.  Think about a structure in the eye that bends (refracts) light rays so that they are focused on the retina.  The name comes from a Latin term that describes the rounded shape of the seeds in the pods of a lentil plant.

8.   The_____ is the light-sensitive nerve cell layer of the eye.  It contains receptor cells called rods and cones and is connected by the optic nerve to the brain. Think of the delicate, light sensitive, innermost layer of the eye.
